
Wickedly Perfect hustled right to the front and stayed there for
11⁄16 miles to score a comfortable two-length victory in the $400,000

Darley Alcibiades Stakes
(G1) on Friday, opening
day of the Keeneland
Race Course fall meet-
ing.

The two-year-old Con-
grats filly won for the
third time from four
starts and earned a guar-
anteed spot in the Grey
Goose Breeders’ Cup
Juvenile Fillies (G1) on

November 5 about 70 miles down the road at Churchill Downs as
part of the Breeders’ Cup Challenge “Win and You’re In” series.

Sent off as the 3-to-2 favorite in the field of seven, Wickedly Perfect
was taken right to the front by jockey Rafael Bejarano and led her chal-
lengers through a half-mile in :50.19 and six furlongs in 1:15.95. 

Opening up a 1½-length lead at the top of the stretch, Wickedly Per-
fect held off several late challenges to gain the clear victory in her first
start at longer than seven furlongs. She covered the distance in 1:46.26
on the synthetic Polytrack surface.—Steve Bailey

Wise Dan dazzles in stakes debut in Phoenix Stakes
Wise Dan came through in his stakes debut on Friday in the $173,000

Phoenix Stakes (G3) at Keeneland Race Course and may have earned
a spot in the Sentient Jet Breed-
ers’ Cup Sprint (G1). 

The lightly raced three-year-
old gelding notched his third
straight victory since he began
his career with a fifth-place fin-
ish on February 26 at Turfway
Park for trainer Charlie Lopresti
and owner-breeder Morton Fink. 

He came into the Phoenix
off a six-month layoff but was
plenty sharp in collaring fa-

vorite Hollywood Hit in the final furlong to win by a half-length as the
6.60-to-1 fourth wagering choice.

“I didn’t know if [Wise Dan] was going to be seasoned enough
against these older horses,” said Lopresti, who also has Forego Stakes
(G1) winner Here Comes Ben in line for the Breeders’ Cup Dirt Mile
(G1). “He’s really, really fast.”

Under jockey Rafael Bejarano, Wise Dan completed six furlongs in
1:09.20 on the Polytrack synthetic surface. 

Carter Handicap (G1) winner Warrior’s Reward finished another three
lengths back in third after trailing early in the field of 11.—Jeff Lowe
